MNore probably, the DDs
aweeping to East, guessing we went in that direction becarse
the torpedoes came from the SE, and dropping the odd charge to
drive me away - it did! Still no active transmissions.

RETROSFECTIVE COMMENT

Listening to the sonar recording of the loud bangs, run at half
speed, gives 5 distinctive discharge noises prior to the loud
expleosions, which in turn are 5 separate explosions. The
discharge noise sounds like a Limbo/Hedgehog type wearpon,
presumably on the DDs.
