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It has always been our wish to find a negotiated settlement
to the dispute, and we have sought one in good faith. No one
can contradict that. We have been negotiating for six weeks;
and we have considered seven different sels of proposals. We
have sought the implementation of the UN Security Council

~

resolution demanding the withdrawal of Argentine forces, and

we have sought it by peaceful means. But the Argentines have

been intransigent, and have never shown any inclination to

implement the resolution.

We were willing to accept the proposals based on the Peruvian
President's ideas. They could have led to an almost immediate

ceasefire. But Argentina rejected them.

This week we handed the UN Secretary General our proposals
for a peaceful settlement. These represented the limit to which
we believed it was right to go. The Argentine response was in
effect a total rejection of our proposals. The UN Secretary
General has now put forward some ideas of his own. But some
of these resemble our own; they are the very ones which have
been rejected by the Argentine response to our own proposals;

and it is inconceivable that Argentina could genuinely accept them.
